E1 – Revise (SPAG & checking for sense)
E2 – Rewrite/make changes to words/sentences
E3 – Make bigger additions

Share/publish writing

· Display
· Send home via newsletter or dojo
· Read aloud
· Make into a book
· Send to ’real’ person eg prime minister !

Reading into Writing

· Excellent examples from reading. 
· Identify text features, sentence structure & punctuation, new vocabulary-positive & negative (shades of meaning) linked to audience & purpose.

Supported Planning
· Note form/pictorial
· Talk & drama
· Choose specific words/phrases
· Link planning to shared writing, real texts & the audience and purpose
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
